
Wedding Day Emergency Kit 

Necessary documents and materials 

• Cash ($20 – you never know what you’ll need it for) 

• Cell phone (be sure to turn it off before the ceremony!) 

• Driver’s license or photo I.D. card 

• Extra copies of directions to your reception 

• Important phone numbers: 

1. Family 
2. Wedding party 
3. Wedding vendors 

4. Marriage license 

Attire 

• Dress 

• Extra earring backs 

• Extra pair of flat shoes 

• Extra panty hose 

• Handkerchief 

• Shoes- (pre- and post-ceremony) 

• Sunglasses (pre- and post-ceremony) 

• Throwaway garter 

• Undergarments 

 Beauty/Grooming 

• Baby powder (useful for getting out last-minute spills on a white dress) 

• Bobby pins and hair elastics 

• Brush/comb 

• Clear nail polish (also helpful for stocking runs) 

• Corsage pins 

• Cotton balls/swabs 

• Dental floss (for all those photos!) 



• Emery board 

• Hair spray 

• Hairdryer 

• Iron 

• Lint brush 

• Lip Balm 

• Makeup 

• Mints 

• Mirror (small and portable) 

• Moist towelettes

• Straws (for drinking without messing up lipstick) 

• White chalk (to cover any stains on the dress) 

• Wrinkle out spray (test it out on an inconspicuous part of the dress before using!)

• Bug spray (be sure it leaves no spots and has no smell or smells nice) 

• Contact lens solution/cases 

• Deodorant

• Lotion 

• Medications 

• Neosporin 

• Smelling salts

• Tampons or pads
